The
Scottish Government is in discussions regarding the payment of the principle GAD
costs associated with advice on the setup of the pension schemes, but costs
incurred by RPMI and Punter Southall (trustee advisors) for advice in drafting the
proposal will also need to be met.

Costs will be incurred by the Trustee for actuarial and legal advice in setting up these
new sections. Prudent costs are estimated to be in the region of £250,000 to
£400,000 and are expected to be met by Scottish parties. Funding for this has been
identified. Immediate costs incurred in the drafting of the proposal and actuarial
estimates, from advisers including GAD, RPMI and Punter Southall will be met by
the Scottish Government.
